Post-explosion Lebanon. A *ctional judicial reform creates the 

country’s *rst jury trial. Twelve ordinary citizens, drawn from 

across Lebanon’s sectarian, political, and social divides, are locked 

in a dilapidated room inside the national electricity company to 

decide the fate of a Syrian refugee accused of murdering a social 

activist.
Two witnesses saw the accused 2eeing the scene. Death penalty 

is in e'ect. One verdict required: unanimous.
One juror votes innocent. Alone against eleven. The others are 

impatient to leave. What follows is not a debate about evidence. It 

is an excavation of everything Lebanon has buried.

Filmed inside a real room at Lebanon’s national electricity 

company, chosen for its symbolic weight. The state of the location 

mirrors the state of the country: degraded, barely functional, 

impossible to ignore.
